IT IS HEREBY STIPULATED AND AGREED by and between Plaintiff and Defendant as follows:

1. Contemporaneously with the execution of this Stipulation for Entry of Judgment in Event of Default (“Stipulation”) the Parties have executed a Stipulated Judgment (“Stipulated Judgment”) (a true, correct and fully executed copy of the Stipulated Judgment is attached hereto as Exhibit “A”) and have executed and entered into a Settlement Agreement and Mutual General Release (“Settlement Agreement”) in connection with the above-captioned matter. The Settlement Agreement provides, inter alia, that this matter between the parties shall be compromised and settled for, among other consideration, a total of $_______________  (“Monetary Settlement Consideration”) paid by Defendant to Plaintiff on the following terms:

a.
Defendant has contemporaneously signed a promissory note in favor of Plaintiff in the sum of $_______________  to be secured by the Stipulated Judgment, a true and correct copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit A. 
b.
Defendant has agreed to pay $_______________  of the $_______________ (full amount) within thirty days of today’s date and $_______________ within sixty days of today’s date. In the event that Plaintiff’s counsel does not receive the payment on or before their due dates, Plaintiff shall send, via overnight mail or facsimile, a notice of non-receipt of payment to: _______________ (Plaintiff name), ____________________________________________ (Plaintiff mailing address). Any such notice of non-receipt of payment given by Plaintiff in accordance with the Settlement Agreement, shall be deemed received by Defendant the day upon which said notice is given if by facsimile or the following day if given by overnight mail. Defendant shall have two (2) business days from its receipt of the notice of non-receipt of payment in which to cure said non-payment. The failure of Defendant to cure non-payment shall constitute a Default under the Settlement Agreement.

2. The Settlement Agreement further provides, and the Parties have agreed and stipulated, that upon Defendant’s Default, as defined in paragraph III.E.3 of the Settlement Agreement, pursuant to Code of Civil Procedure, section 664.6, Plaintiff by ex parte application and without notice other than that required by paragraph III.D.2 of the Settlement Agreement, may file, request entry, execute upon and enforce this Stipulation and the Stipulated Judgment. The Parties have stipulated to the Superior Court of the State of California, County of Los Angeles, retaining jurisdiction pursuant to Code of Civil Procedure, section 664.6.

3. Contemporaneously with the execution of this Stipulation, the Parties have executed a Stipulated Judgment in favor of Plaintiff and against Defendant.The Parties have agreed and stipulated that upon Default, as defined in paragraph III.E.3 of the Settlement Agreement, of the Settlement Agreement by Defendant, said Stipulated Judgment shall be entered against Defendant and in favor of Plaintiff in the amount of $_______________  (full amount), less any payments received by Plaintiff. Pursuant to and upon entry of the Stipulated Judgment, Plaintiff shall also be entitled to post-judgment interest at the legal rate, plus costs and reasonable attorneys’ fees incurred in entering, executing, and enforcing this Stipulation and Stipulated Judgment.

4. The Parties further have agreed and stipulated that Defendant waives all rights, whether granted by California law or any other state or federal law, to findings of fact and conclusions of law, statement of decision, all rights to have a trial in this matter, all rights to seek relief from the Judgment pursuant to Code of Civil Procedure, section 473, and all rights to vacate, set aside, appeal, collaterally attack, or otherwise challenge, contest or question the validity, entry and or enforcement of this Stipulation or the Stipulated Judgment, and waive in advance any claim that the Stipulated Judgment may not be renewed or has not been renewed in a timely fashion. Defendant agrees and stipulates not to oppose entry or enforcement of this Stipulation and Stipulated Judgment in any state in the event that Defendant shall be in Default.

5. This Stipulation is binding upon the Parties, their assignees, and successors in interest, and the like, without limitation.

6. The Parties acknowledge and agree that the Parties have had a fair and sufficient opportunity to review this Stipulation and the Stipulated Judgment, and have consulted with independent counsel of their choosing concerning its meaning and impact. The Parties further acknowledge and agree that their consent to this Stipulation and the Stipulated Judgment is knowing, free and voluntary.
